Motion by Downey, seconded by Salisbury, to go into Executive Session to 
discuss CSE recommendations at 6:32 p.m.  Yes-6 No-0. Carried.

Motion by Stockert, seconded by Reyda, to return to Executive Session to discuss 
pending legal issues.

Motion by Stockert, seconded by Downey, to approve the Regular Board Meeting 
Minutes of August 1, 2016 with addition of McEntee’s inquiry, if there would be 
enough time allowed for Board members to discuss the options in the facilities 
study under Round Table Discussion, otherwise as presented.

RESOLVED; upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Schools that 
this Board does hereby approve the Treasurer’s Reports for June 2016 for all 
accounts as presented. 
 
RESOLVED; upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Schools that 
this Board does hereby approve CSE recommendations as presented. 
 
RESOLVED; the Board hereby authorizes the transfer of funds from the 
Employee Liability Reserve to the Unassigned Fund Balance in the General Fund, 
in the amount of $32,993. 
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RESOLVED; the Board hereby establishes a Retirement Contribution Reserve in 
accordance with General Municipal Law, Section 6-r, for the purpose of reserving 
funds to cover future anticipated increases to the Board of Education’s portion 
of the Employee Retirement System rates.  There may be paid into such fund 
an amount as may be provided by budgetary appropriation or such revenues as 
are not required by law to be paid into any other fund or account. 
 
RESOLVED; the Board hereby authorizes the transfer of available unspent 
appropriations from other codes within each program budget into the 
Retirement Contribution Reserve, in the amount of $306,933. 
 
RESOLVED; the Board hereby authorizes the transfer of available unspent 
appropriations from other codes within each program budget into the Capital 
Reserve in the amount of $300,000.  Such funding of the Capital Reserve Fund 
being within the amount authorized by the voters at the Annual District Meeting 
and Election held on May 17th, 2016. 
 
RESOLVED; upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Schools that 
this Board does hereby approve the agreement of a shared ELA teacher between 
the Unatego CSD and Franklin CSD as presented. 
 
RESOLVED; upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Schools that 
this Board does hereby approve returning non-teaching substitutes for the 2016-
2017 school year as presented. 
 
RESOLVED; upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Schools that 
this Board does hereby approve returning substitute teachers for the 2016-2017 
school year as presented.

3012-d of the Education Law of either effective or highly effective in at least 
three (3) of the four (4) preceding years, and if the teacher receives an 
ineffective composite or overall rating in the final year of the probationary period 
the teacher shall not be eligible for tenure at that time.
